RULES AND REGULATIONS

FOR ADMISSION AND DISMISSAL OF MEMBERS 

OF THE BULGARIAN NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF ESSENTIAL OILS, PERFUMERY AND COSMETICS

I. GENERAL CONDITIONS

Art.1 The present Rules shall regulate the procedure of admission and dismissal of members of BNAEOPC.

Art.2 (1) The BNAEOPC members can be Bulgarian and foreign legal entities and natural persons – companies registered in compliance with the Commerce Act, engaged in the business of production, trade, economics, science and education in the field of essential oil and perfumery and cosmetic industries.

(2) Membership in the BNAEOPC shall be voluntarily and shall not affect the juridical and economic independence of the members.

Art.3 The BNAEOPC members shall be:

1. Sole members;

2. Corporate bodies;

3. Benefactors;

4. Honourable members;

5. Co-opted members;

Art.4 The BNAEOPC sole members can be sole proprietors with business activity in the field of the essential oil and/or perfumery and cosmetic industries that accept BNAEOPC Statute, the BNAEOPC Rules and Regulations for admission and dismissal of members, and the BNAEOPC Code of Ethics.

Art.5 The BNAEOPC collective members can be Bulgarian and foreign legal entities with business activity in the field of the essential oil and/or perfumery and cosmetic industries that accept BNAEOPC Statute, the BNAEOPC Rules and Regulations for admission and dismissal of members, and the BNAEOPC Code of Ethics.

Art.6 The BNAEOPC benefactors can be Bulgarian and foreign natural persons or legal entities with considerable contribution for accomplishing the purposes of BNAEOPC. They shall participate in the General Meeting with consulting votes.

Art.7 The BNAEOPC honourable members can be natural persons or legal entities with considerable contribution for the development of the essential oil and/or perfumery and cosmetic industries in Bulgaria. They shall participate in the General Meeting with consulting votes.

Art.8 The BNAEOPC co-opted members can be educational institutions (universities or vocational schools), as well as their structures with activities in the essential oil and/or perfumery and cosmetic industries. They shall participate in the General Assembly with consulting votes.
II. ADMISSION AND DISMISSAL OF MEMBERS.

Art.9 (1) Admission of BNAEOPC members shall be carried out on the grounds of a written application request and declaration addressed to the Board of Directors, stating that they are aware of and accept the Association Statute, the Rules and Regulations for admission and dismissal of BNAEOPC members, and the BNAEOPC Code of Ethics;

(2) The following documents shall be enclosed with the application request:

1. Copy of the decision for court registration of the sole proprietor or the legal entity;

2. Copy of the Certificate of Current Standing of the applicant as of the moment of submitting their application requesting membership;

3. Minutes from the meeting of the managing body of the Company at which the decision for membership in BNAEOPC was approved /required when the applicant is a legal entity/;

4. Declaration that the applicants produce quality products in compliance with the requirements of the active normative regulation concerning quality /required for applicants that are engaged in production/;

5. Two references by BNAEOPC members;

6. Information about registered trade marks;

7. Copy of Certificate issued by the Patent Office of the Republic of Bulgaria for the registration of the applicant’s logo as a trademark /required if applicable/;

(3) Benefactors and honourable members shall be admitted by means of a decision of the Board of Directors upon proposal by BNAEOPC members.

Art.10 (1) The application shall be examined by the Board of Directors at the first meeting following its submittal.

(2) The decision of the Board of Directors shall be made with a majority of more than 2/3 of all the members of the Board.

(3) The decision shall be made either in the presence or in the absence of the applicant and in both cases the said applicant shall be informed about the decision in writing.

Art.11 The refusal of the Board of Directors can be appealed before the BNAEOPC General Meeting within one month after the meeting when the applicant has attended it or has been duly invited and in the other cases  - within a period of one month after the notification of the decision but not later than one year after the day the decision has been made.

Art.12 Membership in BNAEOPC shall be terminated in the following cases:

1. In case of leaving the Association – by means of a unilateral written statement addressed to the Board of Directors along with the enclosed minutes of the session of the competent body where the decision for the membership termination was made. Membership shall be considered as terminated upon filing the statement.

2. In case of expulsion from the Association – by means of a decision of the Board of Directors, whenever a BNAEOPC member has been engaged in activities not in compliance with the Statute or the Code of Ethics and thus lowered the prestige of the Association, which makes further membership in the Association incompatible, as well as in case such member has used the reputation and the name of the Association for political or other purposes incompatible with the Association’s purposes and tasks;

3. In case of dropping a member out – by means of a decision of the Board of Directors upon a preliminary notice, in the following cases:

- Delay of three or more months in the payment of the membership fee for the calendar year as determined by the Board of Directors; failure to pay shall be ascertained through the accounting documents of BNAEOPC;

- The systematic failure to participate in the activity of the Association; such non-participation shall be ascertained by the Board of Directors.

4. In case of termination of the BNAEOPC;

5. In case of termination of a legal entity, respectively in case of the death or court order for total injunction of a natural person.

Art.13 (1) The decisions of the Board of Directors for expulsion or dropping out of a member shall be made in the presence or the absence of the member to be dismissed and in both cases such a member shall be informed of the decision in writing.

(2) The decisions shall be made with a qualified majority of 2/3 of all the members of the Board of Directors.

(3) Decisions can be appealed before the BNAEOPC General Meeting within a period of one month after the day of the meeting when the appellant has attended or has been duly invited and in the rest of the cases within a period of one month upon being notified but no later than one year from the day of the meeting.

III. MEMBERSHIP FEE

Art.14 The BNAEOPC Board of Directors shall annually determine the membership fee of the sole and the corporate members. The honourable members and the benefactors shall not pay any membership fee.

IV. PROPERTY RELATIONS AFTER TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP

Art.15 Upon termination of membership, the member who has ceased his/her membership shall not be entitled to reimbursement of the paid membership fee.

V. FINAL REGULATIONS

Art.16 The Present Rules and Regulations have been adopted by the Board of Directors on 28th November 2002, on the grounds of Art. 40, cl. 15 from the Statute of the BNAEOPC and shall replace the Rules and Regulations for admission and dismissal of members of the Bulgarian National Association for Perfumery Cosmetics (BNAPC), adopted by the Board of Directors on 23rd June 1999.

Art.17 The members admitted during the validity period of the Rules and Regulations for admission and dismissal of members of the Bulgarian National Association for Perfumery Cosmetics (BNAPC) dated 23rd June 1999 shall submit a copy of the required documents, stipulated in Article 9, paragraph 1 and 2 herein within six months after the adoption of the present Rules and Regulations.
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
